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Child Development

In your study of child development you will have an opportunity to study preschool children for 45 minutes at the Care a Lot daycare (829 Watt St.). Prepare to gather data relating to all areas of development for one child. Create a data collection sheet so that you can easily record your research data. To help you decide exactly how you will study development and create your data collection sheet, consider the following possibilities:

Physical:

· Gross motor skills: strength, throwing, balance, movement
· Fine motor skills: pouring, scissors, printing, coloring inside lines

Language:

· Speaking: telegraphic, negative, question, past / future tense

· Comprehension: storyline, instructions

Cognitive/Emotional:

· Concepts: conservation

· Problem solving: ask who was born first - child or their mother
· Memory: address / phone number (LT), recall objects (ST)

· Display: crying, yelling, pushing/hitting, hugging

· Interpretation: understand facial expressions / body language
Social / Moral:

· Play: on looking / competitive / cooperative / parallel

· Decisions: getting caught, being “good”, rules, impact on others

Your understanding of child development and the research process will be assessed as follows:

1. Research Method based on your data collection sheet which must incorporate your criteria for assessing development. 
2. Research Results based on your completed data collection sheet which must include your name, the first name and age of the child you studied, and all your notes.

You must complete and submit the data collection sheet before you leave the daycare. It will not be accepted late.
